Beam extrusion length is 89.75 inches 
Tested at 93.5 inches track face to track face

The beam was first preloaded with 1000 lbs using 10 cylinders evenly spaced to seat the 
beam head inserts into the track. The load was then released to establish a zero reading to 
measure deflection and set. Next the working load limit was applied (900Kg or 1985 lbs) 
to the beam. Deflection was recorded and then the load was released. The beam was then 
measured for set. After that the beam was then taken off for inspection. The beam 
assembly does not appear to have any visible signs of deformation along with the track. 
Once again the beam was mounted into the track and the test continued until the beam 
failed at 1832KG (4038 lbs). The threaded rod on the spring loaded end bent and then the 
rod pulled right through the plastic beam head insert.
